Dear friends, brothers and sisters,
Greetings with love, appreciation and thanks for your continued prayers and ýnancial support for      
different projects of the ministry.

We cannot even begin to comprehend the trials which befall Godôs workers in His ýelds around the world. Here 
are a few reports. As you read, would you take time to lift each situation to the Lord, praying for perseverance 
to continue and more faith to obey Godôs call?

Russia: We ask you to please pray for the missionary work in the Russian Far East. There is a 
special prayer need for the missionaries that work in the regions of freezing climate conditions. There are few 
trees at this latitude, only tundra, with a corresponding much lower oxygen level. Pastor Sergey Kulinich repre-
sents our work in Chukotka. Along with his wife Tatyana and their children who were born in Chukotka, he has 

sacriýcially ministered among the native Chukchi people for many years through his 
church at Anadyr, the largest city. He is the overseer for Christians in the many vil-
lages around that location. Yuriy Dikiy and his family have lived in the native village 
of Severo-Evensk of the Magadan Oblast for more than ýve years, ministering to the 
ethnic groups of Eveny and Koryaki. On the Taimir Peninsula of North Russia, the 
family of Yuriy Karaulov is ministering among the Dolgani and Nganasani.

Each family has to face not only spiritual opposition, continuous prayer needs, lack 
of Christian fellowship, and harassment from the authorities, but also serious physi-
cal problems. This especially concerns the children. Lack of enough oxygen, warmth 
and vitamins often cause sickness. Recently we received an upsetting telephone call 
from Yuriy Dikiy. All four of his children have been diagnosed with tuberculosis. $400 
is necessary for the medication and hospitalization. Please pray for his family and 
other missionaries who have a great desire in their hearts to continue preaching the 
Gospel. We know that the enemy is doing everything he can to stop the work of God, 
but God is our strength. II Cor. 10:4.

The church in Anadyr regularly plans a Christian conference in March each year for 
all the surrounding villagesô Christians to attend. It is a special time of feeding on 

Godôs Word, growing in the Lord, fellowshipping with friends from other villages and eating together. In other 
years there have been guest speakers, such as men from Good Samaritan. However, as you know, it is getting 
so difýcult for outsiders to get visas. Please pray that no matter who speaks, 
that each Christian, native or Russian, will go away ýlled up, blessed and 
strengthened to remain ýrm in their faith and be a witness to their community.

India:Swabhais Sagar Singh is one of the evangelists we sup-
port through India Evangelical Team. He writes that in a six month period in 
2006 he and his wife ministered to the farming people of Orissa state through 
preaching, Bible studies, prayer meetings, literature distributed, leading 10 to 
Christ and baptizing 5. His prayer request is for more literature, Bibles, and 
New Testaments to distribute in new areas and public places. He asks for 
prayer for meetings they have started in new places where there is opposi-
tion.
